Accordingly, the NALC Policy Committee agreed at its February, 2016 session to create a 
Parishes 2025 Task and Finish Group comprised of its own membership and other 
appropriate sector representatives (including Lynda Wilcox from HALC).  The TFG met by 
conference call on 14 March, 2016 and agreed to undertake a SWOT analysis of the 
current sector.  A SWOT analysis was briefly completed after the conference call and the 
SWOT table produced was firmed-up by the TFG after further circulation.  The TFG also 
agreed in its first conference call that after the TFG had produced a nominal SWOT table 
this should form the basis of a formal sector survey on the same matter.
